Pursuant to notice of meeting duly given, the Landmarks Commission met in the City Council Chambers. Present: Chair Ryan Molen, Commissioners Judith Brauer, Keith Davis, Michael Kleckner, Nicole Seymour, Jessica Worley and Staff Liaison Amy Lowry. The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.  

I. Approval of Minutes – Motion to approve the May 11, 2022 meeting minutes as submitted by Comr. Worley, seconded by Comr. Brauer and unanimously approved.

II. Certificates of Appropriateness – New Business
a. Case #8-2022, 102 N. Taylor Ave. (Jefferson-Argonne Historic District) – Property owner Maryann Reese presented a structural report from Patrick Leahy, professional engineer, on the house she intends to demolish.  Ms. Reese stated that her original intention when she purchased the property in December 2021 was to remodel the home and pour a new foundation, however, given the engineer’s opinion, the cost of renovation, and her opinion that the house would not survive lifting for the pouring of a new foundation, she filed an application for demolition with the City on March 28, 2022. Ms. Lowry said that the application was not forwarded to her due to staff error and she did not learn about the application until June 27 when Ms. Reese brought in the Application for Certificate of Appropriateness for the Commission to consider the demolition request.  Ms. Lowry said that the first opportunity for a Public Hearing on the matter would be at the Commission’s August 10 meeting due to publication and notification requirements. The Commission discussed a site visit to the house.  Ms. Reese was not comfortable with an interior visit due to insurance concerns. Ms. Reese brought photos of the interior on a flash drive that Ms. Lowry will provide to the Commissioners. 
b. Case #9-2022, 549 E. Argonne Dr. (Landmark No. 2, McLagen-Black House, Jefferson-Argonne Historic District) – Property owners Phyllis and Bill Ravensberg presented plans for a covered patio, an in-ground pool, and a change of an existing window to an exterior door and steps to reach the new outdoor area.  Ms. Ravensberg had previously asked advice for the design from the Commission at the February 2021 meeting.  At that time, Chair Molen and Comr. Raimist had suggested that the roofline of the new covered patio tie into the house with a gable roof to mimic the roofline of the garage. Comr. Worley questioned the use of stone around the fireplace; Ms. Ravensberg said that the stone is similar to the original house foundation (which is not visible on the exterior as it has been cemented over). Ms. Ravensberg also said that the columns would be similar to those on the detached garage (which is about 20 years old).  Comr. Brauer made a motion to approve the plans as submitted. Comr. Seymour seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

c. Case #10-2022, 760 N. Taylor Avenue (North Taylor Historic District) – Architect Tim Hollerbach presented concept plans for a new house on this vacant lot which is the northern half of  the subdivided lot of the former W.F. Warner Landmark house at 750 N. Taylor. He cited as influence the houses at 630 and 740 N. Taylor (which house is almost finished in construction and is located on the southern half of the subdivided lot). The client wants a more modern look with a white exterior and black accents and windows. Comr. Worley remarked that the house need some softening and added flair or distinction. Comr. Kleckner remarked that its design might be too modern for the streetscape. Chair Molen suggested that Mr. Hollerbach return to the district and the houses at 630 and 740 N. Taylor for inspiration on architectural elements and ways to soften the hard edges of the proposed design.
