Pursuant to notice of meeting duly given, the Landmarks Commission met in the City Council Chambers. Present: Chair Ryan Molen, Commissioners Keith Davis, Michael Kleckner, Aaron Senne, Noelle Seymour, Jessica Worley and Staff Liaison Amy Lowry. The meeting was called to order at 7:05 p.m.  

I. Approval of Minutes – Motion to approve the September 14, 2022 meeting minutes as submitted by Chair Molen, seconded by Comr. Seymour and unanimously approved.

II. Certificates of Appropriateness – Unfinished Business
a. Case #12-2022, 222 N. Taylor Avenue (formerly 202 E. Adams Avenue, North Taylor Historic District) – Architect David Moser presented changes to new house requested by ARB – specifically that a window be added at the garage on the east side, that the columns under the stairs to the garage have a detailed base either stone or brick, and that the rear high gable have a triangular element to match the other gables. After brief discussion, Chair Molen made a motion to approve the plans as revised. Comr. Worley seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

b. Case #10-2022, 760 N. Taylor Avenue (North Taylor Historic District) – The applicant was not available, however, Ms. Lowry reported that the architect addressed the Commission’s comments from previous meetings by making the pitch of the front gables steeper and making the entry bump-out 2 stories. The Commission discussed that they appreciated the 2-story element, however, still thought the flair of the archway made the second level too heavy. Comr. Senne made a motion to approve the revised front elevation as shown, with the recommendation that the entry bump-out have straight ends instead of angled-out. Chair Molen seconded the motion and it passed unanimously. 

III. Certificates of Appropriateness – New Business
a. Case #13-2022, 219 E. Washington Avenue North Taylor Historic District) – Monte Herring presented plans for a new house on the lot. The 270-day review period has expired and the existing house has been demolished. Mr. Herring said that the 2 adjacent properties are used for multi-family. Chair Molen requested information regarding the historic context of the neighborhood, including photos of houses that are influencing the style of the new house, and a listing of materials. Comr. Davis asked Mr. Herring about the bulk of the chimney and whether the homeowner requested the size or the architect proposed it. Mr. Herring said that homeowner wanted the chimney to be a focal point. The Commissioners requested that Mr. Herring think about the scale of the fireplace. Comr. Worley made a motion to continue review of the plans until the next meeting to get more information on how the house relates contextually and geographically to the historic district. Comr. Kleckner seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

b. [bookmark: _GoBack]Case #14-2022, 705 N. Taylor Avenue (Landmark #26, Essex-Mudd House, North Taylor Historic District) – Mark Fogarty, homeowner, presented plans for a new driveway, landscaping, and replacement rear porch railings. The Commission discussed that the porch is part of a 20-year old addition to the house and therefore the railings are not historic. The driveway from Jewel is proposed to be moved westward on the lot, but instead of a retaining wall (which is not allowed in the City’s right of way), the City Engineer said that the homeowners could use boulders to hold back the soil for the driveway. The new driveway will be exposed aggregate. Chair Molen made a motion to approve the plans as submitted, excluding the driveway retaining wall that will not be built. Comr. Seymour seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

IV. New Business
a. Citizens Comments/Seeking Advice to preserve their historic properties – Jeff Lehman brought conceptual plans a new house at for 36 Ponca Trail in the Meramec Highlands Historic District. Comr. Worley reminded the architect that the Commission did not want “cookie cutter” homes, but rather each should have its own identity. She pointed out that this design was very similar to the previously approved house at 40 Ponca Trail. Comr. Kleckner suggested changing the duplicative door. The Commission requested a site plan with landscaping, especially for the side yards; photos of surrounding houses, including details on their finishes; material and finish sheets; the front door and garage cut sheets; and a change in the roofline to break it up and differentiate it from the other houses.
b. Update on Historic Preservation Commission Ordinance – Ms. Lowry reported that the draft Ordinance should be reviewed at a City Council meeting soon.
c. Certified Local Government Training/Forum – Ms. Lowry reported that the Missouri SHPO office was offering a full day of training on Thursday, November 3 in Jefferson City. None of the commissioners is able to attend; however, Chair Molen suggested that Ms. Lowry find on-line training for the full Commission to watch together.

V. Meeting Adjournment – Motion to adjourn at 7:40 p.m. by Comr. Seymour, seconded by Comr. Davis and unanimously approved.
