II. Certificate of Appropriateness
a. [bookmark: _GoBack]Case #01-2020, 226 E. Argonne Drive (Jefferson-Argonne Historic District) –Jonathan Rankin, property owner, presented the plans for a 2-car detached garage.  Based on ARB conditions, they will add window lights to the garage door, a window on the west elevation on the 2nd floor, and coach light fixtures on the front of the garage.  Comr. Raimist suggested to add a light on the stairs.  The garage siding will be same size and width as on the house, but will be vinyl.  If there is extra money in the renovation budget, they will upgrade to LP smart siding.  The dormer was designed with tiered windows and the second floor will have shake siding – both to copy the front of the house.  Comr. Andel made a motion in case #01-2020, 226 E. Argonne Drive, that the garage be approved with the conditions made by the ARB, and with an additional coach light by the stairs and vinyl siding, with a recommendation to upgrade to smart siding if the budget allows.  Comr. Brauer seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
