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Pursuant to notice of meeting duly given, the Landmarks Commission met in the City Council Chambers.  Present: Chair Ryan Molen, Commissioners Judith Brauer, Andrew Raimist, Walter Smith, Jessica Worley, and Staff Liaison Amy Lowry.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. 


I. Approval of Minutes – Motion to approve the February 12, 2020 meeting minutes as submitted by Comr. Brauer, seconded by Comr. Smith and unanimously approved.

II. Certificate of Appropriateness
a. Case #07-2020, 348 Geyer Forest Dr. (Landmark #12, Greystone Lodge, Yeats-Tutt House) – Valerie Corey with StraightUp Solar and homeowner Margaret Freivogel presented plans for a solar array.  This is a highly visible property on three sides as it sits on a curve of Geyer Forest Drive, but the array will be situated on the fourth side of the roof and will not be visible from the driveway or the street.  The panels will have a black frame, with black back sheet on black rail, and Ms. Corey provided photographs of the same panels on other projects.  In response to Commissioner questions, Ms. Corey said there will be no sound from the panels, the inverter will be inside, and almost 56% of the house’s electricity would come from the utility and about 44% from the solar array on a sunny day; on cloudy days more would be pulled from the grid.  There would be no battery storage.  Comr. Raimist made a motion in Case #07-2020 to approve the solar array as submitted.  Comr. Smith seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
b. Case #04-2020, 219 Orrick Lane (North Taylor Historic District) – Mark Potthast presented revised plans for new house based on feedback from the Commission at the February meeting.  Comr. Raimist questioned the railing that would be used on the back raised patio and suggested that it match that over the front entrance.  In response to Comr. Worley’s question, Mr. Potthast said that he would be using LP Smart Siding that comes in 16’ panels (as opposed to 12’ on Hardie board) and the lap panel would be 6” wide.  Ms. Lowry said the Commission appreciated the changes to the plans based on the changes requested by the Commission.  Comr. Raimist made a motion in Case #04-2020 to approve the plans as submitted with the addition of a railing and hand rail in the rear to match the style and color of the railing over the porch.  Comr. Brauer seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
c. Case #08-2020, 705 N. Taylor Avenue (Landmark #26, Essex-Mudd House, North Taylor Historic District) – Architect Elizabeth Panke presented plans for a screen porch addition to the south side of the home on East Jewel Avenue.  The Commission discussed with the architect and homeowners that the elevation drawings were incomplete and that more detail was needed to see how the roofs were to tie together.  The Commission requested that Ms. Panke bring new drawings for their consideration.
