I. Call of Meeting to Order and Approval of Minutes
Chairman Mark Campbell called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Mr. Campbell stated for the record that Section 610.015 of the Missouri Sunshine Law provides that members of the Architectural Review Board who are not physically in the City Council Chambers can participate and vote on all matters when an emergency exists and the nature of the emergency is stated in the minutes.

The U.S. and the world is in a state of emergency due to the Coronavirus – COVID-19. Therefore, members of the Architectural Review Board have elected to participate in this meeting electronically for the public health and safety of each other and the general public.

Mr. Campbell asked if there were any comments for the May 3, 2021 meeting minutes.
Pat Jones made a motion to approve the May 3, 2021 minutes. Seconded by Michael Chiodini. All ayes. Motion approved.

IV. Residential Review - Old Business
a. Case 42-21R – 821 Craig Dr – R3
Grandon Brimley, applicant
Room Addition
Mr. Campbell introduced Case 42-21R and asked that the applicant raise their hand to be promoted to a panelist. The applicant was not present, and the case was continued.
Pat Jones made a motion to continue. Seconded by Dick Gordon. All ayes. Motion approved.

b. Case 65-21R – 510 S Ballas Rd – R3
Cori Hinterser, Killeen Studio Architects, applicant 
Screened Porch Addition
Mr. Campbell introduced Case 65-21R. Applicant Cori Hinterser & Architect Mike Killeen, of Killeen Studio Architects, addressed the board. Mr. Killeen indicated that he met with the clients based on the comments from the May 3rd ARB meeting and they were happy with requested changes. The Board discussed the following items:

· A handrail may be required on the porch risers to meet building code.
· Lattice or other screening must be installed to close off the open space under the porch.
· That the fireplace materials should be the same on all four (4) sides.

Michael Chiodini made a motion to approve the plan as submitted with the following requirements: 1) that the fireplace shall be stone on all four (4) sides; and 2) the space beneath the porch needs to be screened with lattice or other material. Seconded by Pat Jones. All ayes. Motion approved.


V. Residential Review - New Business
a. Case 54-21R – 648 Linwood Blvd – R4
Gateway Home Builders, Applicant
New Single-Family Residence
Mr. Campbell introduced Case 54-21R and asked that the applicant raise their hand to be promoted to a panelist. The applicant was not present, and the case was continued.
Dick Gordon made a motion to continue. Seconded by Michael Chiodini. All ayes. Motion approved.

b. Case 62-21R – 646 Hawbrook Ave – R3
Robert E. Eisenbarger, applicant
Replace Existing Screened Porch
Mr. Campbell introduced Case 62-21R. Scott Volding was promoted to panelist and addressed the Board on behalf of the application. The Board discussed the following items:
· The enclosed storage space below the proposed porch.
· The gable end and cricket and that the addition will have gutters and a downspout.
· The chimney details and that the fireplace would be a wood burning masonry style.
Pat Jones made a motion to approve as submitted. Seconded by Adam Edelbrock. All ayes. Motion approved.

c. Case 67-21R – 612 Bambury Way – R3
Brad Conrad, applicant
One-Story Addition to Existing House
Mark introduced Case 67-21R. Applicant, Brad Conrad, and Scott Volding, architect, were promoted to panelist. Mr. Conrad addressed the board on behalf of the application. The Board discussed the following items:
· Whether the existing home had windows in areas with siding and that the proposed windows would need to be trimmed out with traditional sills and aprons. 
· The existing foundation treatment and that the addition be painted to match the existing.
Michael Chiodini made a motion to approve as submitted. Seconded by Don Anderson. All ayes. Motion approved.

d. Case 68-21R – 404 Frieda Ave – R3
Stauder Architecture, applicant
Garage Addition to Replace Attached Carport
Mr. Campbell introduced Case 68-21R. Dan Stauder and Rich Novac were promoted to panelists. The Board and applicants discussed the following items:
· A variance was issued for the side setback.
· The garage roof height was due to the house being a split-level, and the owners will use the gable space for storage.
· The siding will either all be replaced or the addition siding will match the existing home.
· The Board would like to see the roof brought out a few feet to the lower the gutter board.
· The front façade of the garage and that lights should be installed over the garage to break up the space above the garage.
· The garage doors should include square windows to match the existing conditions.
· Whether a window should be installed on the side elevation of the garage.
· The garage man door design and that a cut sheet be provided.
Don Anderson made a motion to approve as submitted with the following requirements: 1) the front roof be brought out and gutter board lowered; 2) lights (such as goosenecks) be installed over the garage door; 3) garage door to have windows that simulate the existing windows; 4) rear garage man door have a half light. Seconded by Michael Chiodini. All ayes. Motion approved.

e. Case 70-21R – 638 Mendelsohn Dr –R3
Tracy Winters of Agape Construction, applicant
One-Story Rear Addition
Mr. Campbell introduced Case 70-21R. Kurt Kostecki of Agape construction was promoted to panelist and addressed the Board on behalf of the application. Mr. Kostecki indicated that the addition and remodel will consist of a master suite, sunroom replacement, and kitchen enlargement. The Board discussed the following items:
· The gable ends and roof slopes. The Board indicated that they should match existing conditions and not exceed the existing roof.
· The exposed foundation and that it should match existing conditions.
· The window sills and aprons should match the existing conditions.
· That lattice be used to enclosed the open portion under the porch.
Don Anderson made a motion to approve as submitted with the following requirements: 1) the right side gable from the rear be lowered to not exceed the existing roof; 2) the left side gable from the rear be extended to raise the ridge so that the gutter board comes to the center windows; 3) lattice be put under the porch. Seconded by Dick Gordon. All ayes. Motion approved.

f. Case 71-21R – 326 Lee Ave –R4
Stauder Architecture, applicant
House Addition & Detached Garage Replacement
Mr. Campbell introduced Case 71-21R. Dan Stauder was promoted to panelist and addressed the board on behalf of the application. Mr. Stauder discussed the home addition and explained they would be removing the existing garage and replacing it with an over-sized one car garage. The Board discussed the following items:
· The board and batten in the front gable and whether it was appropriate.
· The front porch design and knee wall. 
Pat Jones made a motion to approve as submitted. Seconded by Michael Chiodini. All ayes. Motion approved.

g. Case 72-21R – 840 N Kirkwood Rd – R4
Tracy Winters of Agape Construction, applicant
Two-Story Rear Addition & Remodel
Mr. Campbell introduced Case 72-21R. Ryan Malter, Ed Heine, and George Sells were promoted to panelists. Mr. Malter addressed the Board on behalf of the application and described the proposal. The Board discussed the following items:
· The proposed roof cricket, gables, overall roof design, and materials.
· The octagonal shape of the addition. 
· The bathroom and shower windows will be vinyl clad and have bubble glazing.
Don Anderson made a motion to approve as submitted with the following requirement: 1) the cricket be raised to the peak of the existing roof. Seconded by Adam Edelbrock. All ayes. Motion approved.

h. Case 73-21R – 533 Bedford Oaks Dr – R4
Robert Brauch, applicant
Enclosing Existing Front Porch, Adding New Slab-on-Grade Front Porch& Canopy
Mr. Campbell introduced Case 73-21R. Robert Brauch, applicant, addressed the Board indicating they are enclosing the existing front porch for additional living space. The Board discussed the following items: 
· The location of the downspouts on the proposed front porch. 
· The front porch louvers and proposed sunburst design.
· The front porch design and its relation to the windows.
· The front porch headers and design articulation.
Don Anderson made a motion to approve as submitted with the following requirements: 1) the downspouts come from the side of the columns, not the front; 2) the front door have a cursory review; 3) the sunburst on the front gable be eliminated; and 4) the porch header be brought around across the front with the plain face on the gable. Seconded by Dick Gordon. All ayes. Motion approved.

i. [bookmark: _GoBack]Case 74-21R – 140 Oakside Ln – R4
Jerry Hamilton of Classic Designs, applicant
Room Addition & Rear Deck Addition
Mr. Campbell introduced Case 74-21R. Jerry Hamilton, applicant, addressed the Board and discussed the proposed two-story addition and deck replacement. The following items were discussed: 
· That the project is a two-story addition and that the existing deck and patio will be removed and replaced with a new deck.
· The doors and lighting on the proposed addition. 
· The lower level of the addition will tie into the existing basement.
· The rear elevation and options to break up the blank wall. 

Dick Gordon made a motion to approve as submitted. Seconded by Michael Chiodini. All ayes. Motion approved.
