I. Call of Meeting to Order and Approval of Minutes
Chairman Mark Campbell called the meeting to order at 7:03 p.m. Mr. Campbell asked if there were any comments for the July 19, 2021 meeting minutes.
Michael Chiodini made a motion to approve the July 19, 2021 minutes. Seconded by Chris Burton. All ayes. Motion approved.

II. Sign Review - Old Business
None

III. Sign Review - New Business
a. 24-21S – 132 W Monroe Ave – Teleo Coffee – B2
Olivia Oglesby of Teleo Coffee, applicant
1 Ground Sign & 2 Wall Signs for Teleo Coffee
Mr. Campbell introduced Case 24-21S. David Greathouse of Horizon Sign Company addressed the board. Mr. Greathouse indicated that there would be a reduction in the overall size of the ground sign compared to the existing ground sign and none of the proposed signs will be self-illuminated. The following items were discussed:
· The ground sign will be composed of reclaimed, stained hardwood with white acrylic copy.
· The two wall signs will be mounted on the building and the arrow sign will be flush mounted to the building.
· The pickup sign is two sided with projecting letters.

Dick Gordon made a motion to approve Case 24-21S as submitted. Seconded by Michael Chiodini. All ayes. Motion approved.
b. 23-21S – 951 S Kirkwood Rd – Hi-Pointe – B3
Piros Signs, Inc., applicant
1 Ground (Monument) Sign & 2 Wall Signs for Hi-Pointe

Mr. Campbell introduced Cases 23-21S, Sign Review for Hi-Pointe, and 12-21C, Commercial Design Review, also for Hi-Pointe. Mr. Campbell indicated the board would be discussing both cases together and motions would be made separately for each case once discussion was completed. Joe Phillips of Piros Signs, Inc., addressed the board. The following items were discussed:
· The front wall sign is multi-dimensional, giving the appearance of using colored bulbs while using acrylic rather than exposed glass. The red stripes on the background of the entry wall sign will be illuminated at night to mimic neon.
· The side wall sign is painted and will be illuminated from above by lights hung under the roof overhang.
· The monument cabinet will have internally illuminated lettering and the bold colors will be achieved with the use of acrylic material.
· The blue will create a border and will create contrast to the lettering enhancing its readability.

Michael Chiodini made a motion to approve Case 23-21S as submitted. Seconded by Dick Gordon. All ayes. Motion approved.

V. Commercial Review - New Business
c. Case 12-21C – 951 S Kirkwood Rd – Hi-Pointe – B3
Ben Hillman, applicant
Exterior Design Scheme & Alterations

Charlie Downs and Ben Hillman of Hi-Pointe and Kurt Kaemmerlen of Kaemmerlen Facility Solutions addressed the board. Mr. Hillman explained that the paint colors selected are their branded colors and are consistent across their locations. The intent with this color usage is to be loud and bright, creating a great environment while being unique and different to stand out from the other burger chains.
The board discussed the following items:
· Roof drainage, the existing roof will remain.
· The garage-style doors on the east and south elevations. All of these windows will be operable with the exception of the fixed right window on the east elevation. The existing doors will remain in place.
· The frames on the glazing are currently black anodized and this will be continued on the new windows.
· There will be a walk-up window for pick-up only. There will not be a drive-thru.
· The vintage trailer penetrating the exterior of the building and extending into the building interior will be used as a booth.
· It was suggested that the blue gooseneck lights used at the McCausland location be incorporated into the design.
· Color palette.
Michael Chiodini made a motion to approve Case 12-21C with the following requirements: 1) That blue gooseneck lights be added to the building’s design scheme, as shown in the photos of the McCausland location; and 2) That the dumpster enclosure be painted to match the building scheme or blend in with an earth tone color scheme. Seconded by Pat Jones. All ayes. Motion approved.

II. Residential Review - Old Business
a. Case 100-21R – 918 Cleveland Ave – R4
Dan Kary of Lakeside Renovation & Design, applicant
1-1/2 Story Rear Addition w/ Tuck Under Garage
Continued on 7-6-21 for applicant to design a more integrated solution for the addition.
Mr. Campbell introduced Case 100-21R. Dan Kary of Lakeside Renovation and Design and homeowners Larry & Linda Brooks addressed the board. Mr. Kary distributed a front elevation drawing to be considered by the board. The board discussed the following items:
· It was indicated that only the three front elevation options were going to be considered due to the case having been approved at the July 19, 2021 ARB Meeting.
· The front gable was discussed.

Michael Chiodini made a motion to approve Case 100-21R per option C with the requirement that two windows be placed in the front gable rather than the proposed single window. Seconded by Don Anderson. All ayes. Motion approved.

b. Case 105-21R – 11812 Big Bend Blvd – R3
Terry Larson, applicant
New Single Family Home
Continued on 7-19-21 requesting that the applicant incorporate more traditional Tudor elements in the building design.
Mr. Campbell introduced Case 105-21R. Crystal Forgach, who works with home builder Terry Larson, addressed the board. The board discussed the following items:
· The proposed home is a traditional house with Tudor elements pasted on. The board stated that the elevations shown do not match a Tudor style. It was suggested that the homeowners abandon the Tudor elements altogether.
· The proposed color palette. 
· The right elevation needs more fenestration, more definition, or the plane to be broken up in some manner.
· The stone detail found on the front elevation needs to wrap around both sides.
· Additional detail on the window trim is needed.

Don Anderson made a motion to continue Case 105-21R to allow the design to reflect more traditional material use or to go all-in on the Tudor styling. Seconded by Chris Burton. All ayes. Motion approved.

c. Case 106-21R – 1925 W Woodbine Ave – R3
Jason Wagrodzki, applicant
New Single Family Home
Continued on 7-19-21 due to the applicant being unavailable to address the board.
Mr. Campbell introduced Case 106-21R. Architect Anthony Duncan addressed the board. Mr. Duncan indicated the chimney will have a foundation below it. The board discussed the following items:
· The gable and attic vents. It was mentioned that the proposed vents are simple and quiet while breaking up the façade. It was indicated that ridge vents are preferred rather than the proposed roof vents.
· The use of vertical vinyl siding would require band boards be added at the gutter line on the west elevation.
· The garage door.

Don Anderson made a motion to approve Case 106-21R with the following requirements: 1) That the board-and-batten siding have a break at the gable lines; and, 2) That the square roof vents be eliminated; and, 3) That foundation exposure guidelines be adhered to. Seconded by Chris Burton. All ayes. Motion approved.

III. Residential Review - New Business
a. Case 109-21R – 472 Longfellow Ave – R4
Kirkwood Home & Landscape, applicant
Deck Addition with Gas Fireplace & Pergola
Mr. Campbell introduced Case 109-21R. Bob Mosby of Kirkwood Home & Landscape addressed the board and discussed the proposal. The board had no additional comments on the proposal.
Michael Chiodini made a motion to approve Case 109-21R as submitted. Seconded by Pat Jones. All ayes. Motion approved.

b. Case 110-21R – 1812 Arminda Ave – R3
Finley Custom Design, applicant
Addition
Mr. Campbell introduced Case 110-21R. Architect Anthony Duncan addressed the board. Mr. Duncan indicated that the addition will add 500 sq. ft. of living space and expansion of the kitchen at the rear of the existing structure and the materials used on the addition will match the existing materials. The following items were discussed:
· The fireplace will be a direct vent fireplace that will have a round vent on the elevation.
· The measurement for the posts on the south elevation will be 6x6.
· The height of the pergola was discussed with the suggestion to lower it to gutter height. The pergola will have four posts and be stand alone.

Don Anderson made a motion to approve Case 110-21R with the following requirements: 1) That the posts measure 6x6; 2) That the structure be composed of four posts to ensure the structure is stand-alone; and, 3) That the pergola height be lowered to gutter height. Seconded by Chris Burton. All ayes. Motion approved.

c. Case 111-21R – 414 Alice Ave – R3
Ashley Hammock of Jeff Day & Associates, applicant
Rear Covered Deck Addition
Mr. Campbell introduced Case 111-21R. Jeff Day of Jeff Day & Associates addressed the board. Mr. Day indicated the project would entail removing the existing deck and replacing it with a covered deck. The following items were discussed:
· The proposed chimney door.
· The posts should be carried down to the ground for continuity.
· The posts by the fireplace should be eliminated and the posts on the left elevation should line up.
Don Anderson made a motion to approve Case 111-21R with the following requirements: 1) That the large columns on the deck and covered area be carried down; 2) That the structural posts and rail posts on the left elevation be lined up; and, 3) That the columns on either side of the fireplace be eliminated. Seconded by Michael Chiodini. All ayes. Motion approved.

d. Case 112-21R – 438 Crest Ave – R4
Max Bemberg of Bemberg Architecture, applicant
New Single-Family Residence
Mr. Campbell introduced Case 112-21R. Max Bemberg of Bemberg Architecture addressed the board. The following items were discussed:
· Continuity of the façades. 
· Attic vents on gable sides.
· Band board on north/south elevations. More fenestration is needed to break up the elevation expanse.
· Use of vertical board and batten on north/south elevations above band board.
· Vinyl shake being used on front elevation near gable peak.
· Cross bucks should be used on front entry door like the garage.
· Window grid consistency & window trim the be the same all around
· Patio doors on rear elevation are underdeveloped.
· Railing system will use black aluminum.
Pat Jones made a motion to continue Case 112-21R for further design development. Seconded by Chris Burton. All ayes. Motion approved.

e. Case 113-21R – 420 Fairway Ln – R4
Pro Mod Construction, applicant
Covered Patio 
Mr. Campbell introduced Case 113-21R. Mike Pedroley of Pro Mod Construction addressed the board. The following items were discussed:
· The scissor trusses would be okay to use if the windows are eliminated from the gable.
· The use of shake shingles and lack of photos of existing conditions.
Don Anderson made a motion to approve Case 113-21R with the following requirements: 1) That lattice be added under stair stringers; and, 2) That the triangular windows be removed from the gable. Seconded by Michael Chiodini. All ayes. Motion approved.

f. Case 114-21R – 644 Scott Ave – R3
DL Design, Inc., applicant
Second-Story Addition
Mr. Campbell introduced Case 114-21R. Darryl Labruyere of DL Design, Inc., addressed the board.
Don Anderson made a motion to approve Case 114-21R with the requirement that band board be added to both side elevations. Seconded by Dick Gordon. All ayes. Motion approved.
